Reflection 

 

At the very beginning of Lent, the Church  
places before us the testing of Jesus in the    
desert. This reminds us that Lent is also our 
time of testing—a sacred opportunity to        
examine our hearts and renew our  relationship 
with God. Jesus faced real temptations: the 
temptation of comfort, the temptation of pride, 
and the temptation of power. Yet he resisted 
each one, not with force, but with faith, rooted 
in the Word of God. 

Here at Stella Maris, we too face our own 
temptations. We may be tempted to rely only 
on our own strength instead of trusting God. 
We may be tempted to put comfort before  
commitment, to choose convenience over  
prayer, or to allow distractions to weaken our 
spiritual focus. Lent invites us to resist these 
temptations by turning our hearts back to God. 

We resist temptation when we make time for 
prayer, even when life is busy. We resist   
temptation when we remain faithful to Mass, 
when we forgive one another, and when we 
serve those in need. Every act of faith  
strengthens us. Every moment of prayer    
deepens our desire for God. 

The desert teaches us that our hearts were made 
for more than temporary satisfaction—they 
were made for God. As a Stella Maris         
community, may this Lenten season awaken in 
us a deeper yearning for him. And as we     
journey together, may we grow stronger in 
faith, resisting temptation and drawing closer 
to the One who alone can truly satisfy our 
hearts.
